Giving F.A.Q's
1. Why should I give online?

It’s a personal preference, but here are a few of the benefits you might find through online giving:

· It’s a step of faith. Deciding in advance to give and then following through is a very real way to put your trust in God’s provision during the week.

· It helps simplify life; no trying to remember whether or not you’ve given this month.

· It lets you to give consistently, even when you’re not at the gathering.

· It lets you to focus on people when you’re at the gathering... no more forgetting to drop the check in the box. 
2. Who should not give online?

If you're carrying lots of credit card debt, don't add to it by giving to radius. If you are struggling to manage your finances, we can connect you to someone who can help you gain a Scriptural perspective on your finances. 
3. What does Scripture really say about giving?

You might be surprised to know that the Bible talks a lot about giving, just not in the way we’re used to hearing from pulpits. God is not poor and He doesn’t need your money, but He does want your heart and affections. In our society, priorities are often measured by how we channel our finances. If God’s Kingdom is important in your life, your generosity will reflect it.

The concept of giving in the New Testament is that pretty much everything belongs to God. There are even stories of early believers completely liquidating their assets to provide for others and giving sacrificially to counteract the persecution that many faced. (Acts 4:32-37 and 2Corinthians 8:1-5) Scriptural giving is more holistic than simply writing a check for a certain percentage; it encompasses our strengths, talents and time, not just finances. 
4. Is it okay to give to the church and to the poor?

We ask that you let the Spirit lead you and your family not just on how much to give, but where to give as well.  We recommend bring before God the financial needs of your neighbors, your community and of Radius.  Let Him direct you in your giving.

 I want each of you to take plenty of time to think it over, and make up your own mind what you will give…God loves it when the giver delights in the giving. 2 Corinthians 9 
5. How do I give online?

Click the Donate button above, it will take you to a PayPal page. If you don’t have an account, click the appropriate payment icons, or create an account and set up your contribution.
6. Can I test this by giving one time?

Yes. You can test-drive “online giving” by simply giving one time. 
7. How can I keep a record of the amount I have contributed?

PayPal will generate an email with the details of your giving each time you use it. Radius keeps records as well and we will send year-end statements directly to your home address.
8. Can I use my debit card or credit card?

Yes, as long as it’s pictured under the “Donate” button. (Visa, Master Card, American Express, and Discover)
9. Can I use an electronic check?

Yes. Giving by electronic check allows you to pay using a checking account with a routing and account number found on the bottom of your personal checks.
10. Will I pay a fee for this online service?

No, but there is a small fee charged to Radius for online credit card transactions. If you would like to help us cut down on fees, we recommend signing up for eCheck service or by using a debit card instead of a credit card. For every credit card transaction, Radius pays a 3% processing fee of the total gift.
11. How does radius handle contributions?

Like any organization, we have operational expenses (including staff, programs, and facilities) to sustain throughout the year. Because we believe in meeting great needs locally and globally, we also have missional expenses (e.g. Frazee Center, fighting homelessness, building wells in Uganda). Our decision as a community is to ensure that at least 25% of our annual budget is dedicated to activities and efforts related to outreach.
